Superintendent's Report

Smooth start to school year, prepaid lunch program going well. Parents can go online to pre-pay and can see what foods their children are choosing, can also place limits.

Preschool program started successfully, runs M-Th 3yo in AM (12 kids)  4yo PM (12 kids), will have again next year.

Safety Drill (lockdown/intruder drill) conducted 9-15-09 @ 9:30a.m. together with Kirtland police department, this went smoothly. A safety letter to be mailed home to parents will include information regarding designated areas for parents to gather in case of an incident, for parents to receive information/updates on their children. The areas will NOT be on campus. If an intruder enters ANY building on campus, all buildings will lock down.  Windows in classroom doors cannot be blocked (shades cannot be put up) because police need to be able to see in, but kids will be hidden from sight.  Room # stickers/decals will be placed in classroom windows so police can easily identify classrooms from the outside.  All locks in district have been replaced, can now lock doors from inside.

Construction project finished under budget. With balance of budget, all roofs will be updated with 20 year warranty

- In Elementary School: new library will be operational in early Oct., new computer room (upstairs) now open, new clinic, "proper" teacher's lounge (old music room), old library will be new music room, new office near main entrance

-In High School : outdoor patio with new fence and tables  and a new trophy case

-In Middle School: concrete steps and railings, handicap ramp
